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Os resultados do estudo "O papel e as perspetivas futuras da Politica de Coesdo no planeamento
das Areas e Cidades Metropolitanas" serdo apresentados no dia 23 de fevereiro, num encontro
europeu, organizado pela Area Metropolitana de Lisboa (AML) e pelo Instituto de Geografia e
Ordenamento do Territério da Universidade de Lisboa (IGOT-UL).

O encontro, realizado através de uma plataforma digital, contara com um painel de especialistas
europeus, que reforcardo a relevancia das areas metropolitanas como hubs de articulacdo de
politicas e de inovacao territorial.

A investigacdo, desenvolvida pelo Observatério em Rede do Ordenamento do Territério
Europeu (ESPON), evidenciou como as politicas implementadas nas areas metropolitanas
podem ter um contributo decisivo na obteng¢do de objetivos especificos da politica de coesdo.

Através do estudo, que contou com a participacdo de nove areas metropolitanas europeias e de
inimeras instituicdes de ensino superior, foi analisado e comparado o papel da politica de
coesdo no processo de planeamento e implementagdo de politicas metropolitanas, abordaram-
se experiéncias e praticas, e mediram-se os respetivos impactos territoriais.

The results of the study "The role and future perspectives of Cohesion Policy in the planning of
Metropolitan Areas and Cities" will be presented on February 23, at a European meeting,
organized by the Lisbon Metropolitan Area (AML) and the Institute of Geography and Spatial
Planning of the University of Lisbon (IGOT-UL).

The meeting, held through a digital platform, will feature a panel of European experts, who will
reinforce the relevance of metropolitan areas as hubs for articulating policies and territorial
innovation.

The research, carried out by the European Spatial Planning Network Observatory (ESPON),
showed how policies implemented in metropolitan areas can make a decisive contribution to
achieving specific objectives of cohesion policy.

Through the study, which included the participation of nine European metropolitan areas and
numerous higher education institutions, the role of cohesion policy in the process of planning
and implementing metropolitan policies was analysed and compared, experiences and practices
were addressed, and the respective territorial impacts were measured.
